National Health Authority (NHA)'is implementing the Ayushmian Bharat Digital Mission (ABDM)*
through Central Ministries, State and UT Govenments. ABDM airfis to achieve seamiess exchange of
digitdl health information including digital health records through ABDM ecaosystem. For successful
adoption of the scheme, it is necessary that an ABDM compliant Hospital Management Information
System (HMIS) is deployed and used in the health facilities.

2. In this regard, it is expected that hospital empaneled under PMJAY shall take a lead in this
initiative and switch to use of ABDM compliant HMIS in a staggered manner so that the foliowing
medical records of the PMJAY patients are mandatorily generated through such ABDM compliant
HMIS: Discharge summaries/cards, lmmunization records, Lab reports, Imaging reports, Dispensation
E%Q' (@) from pharmacies (For those records which are generated by fab, imaging centre and pharmacies which
are inhouse in the EHCP).
